1. CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF THE TWELFTH AGM

The Minutes of the Thirteenth Annual General Meeting held on Tuesday 25th May 2010 were confirmed and proposed by Michael Yeates and seconded by James van den Heever. 
2. ANNUAL REPORT OF THE CHAPTER’S AFFAIRS AND INCOME AND EXPENSES STATEMENT – MARCH 2010 – FEBRUARY 2011
Nick Robb, President of the Chapter presented the Annual Report. Nine seminars/workshops were held during the reporting period.  This is a satisfactory figure since during the World Cup - June and July - no events were scheduled.  The committee attempts to ensure that topics are both relevant and stimulating to our membership.  
Membership of the Chapter has grown in the reporting period by 57%.  National membership has grown from 648 to 1050 in the reporting period - 62%.  This is clearly a satisfying trend and indicates a renewed degree of interest in the Society, its activities and its role. This is ascribable to a number of factors - the raised profile of the Society, the launch of the Pro Bono pilot project and the creation of the advice office at the Labour Court, and the fact that Tokiso now offers SASLAW membership as part of its package.

PRO BONO PILOT PROJECT - LABOUR COURT

The Pro Bono pilot project was launched at the Labour Court in Braamfontein on 1 February.  Its success has exceeded expectations, and it shall shortly become a permanent project - on 1 July -and be replicated in other centres (it is already running in Durban).  The chapter is  indebted to all the attorneys who staff the office and take up or resolve matters.  Since its launch on 1 February, 634 clients have visited the advice office, 432 cases have been resolved, 117 cases have been taken up by attorneys and advocates, and 40 cases have been circulated via ProBono.org 17 of which have been taken up by law firms.  The partnership with ProBono.org is working well, and the hours spent by the attorneys on cases, and in the advice office, are being recorded for the Law Society.

Its success to date is largely on account of the interest and commitment shown by members.  Staffing the advice office with two attorneys three days a week has presented no problem, in fact supply exceeds demand!  The chapter looks forward to its members continued participation and support.
